
Southeast had the pleasure of Hosting Elders Floyd & 
Natalie Hand and their son Maza  from Pine Ridge Indian 
Reservation Oglala Lakota Nation, South Dakota to visit 
Southeast and work with the students and staff.  An invi-
tation to the Hands was made possible by Southeast Stu-
dent Services Manager, Richard Grisdale.  The Hands 
are our hosts. Floyd is a ñspiritual interpreterò for the La-
kota, and both he and Natalie have made it their lifeôs 
work to help ñthe Rezò and to serve the Lakota and An-
nishinabe people in every way they can. 

Floyd and Natalie met with the students and staff and 
SEC Board to provide teachings and stories that involved 
the entire Southeast Collegiate faculty.  Stories were told 
and the Elder Hands worked with the students and staff 
and SEC Board holding sharing circles and one on one 
advisory session on various issues and concerns that 
First Nation Peoples have endured for years. 

Mr. Floyd Hand also wrote the following book titled 
LEARNING JOURNEY ON THE RED ROAD is the first 
book by Floyd Looks for buffalo Hand, an Oglala Lakota 
spiritual interpreter whose ancestry goes back to the days 
of Red Cloud and Crazy Horse.  Written in plain language 
from a "right-brained" Indian perspective, it is based upon the author's traditional up-
bringing and teachings handed down by his elders to deliver to the people.  A proce-
dure - a "circle of life" for anyone who has a desire to attain a higher level of learning. 
LEARNING JOURNEY ON THE RED ROAD is about the spiritual beliefs that have 
sustained the Lakota people since the beginning of time.  It is about the prophecies of 
the White Buffalo Calf Lady (the Virgin Mary), who came to the author in a vision with 
important messages for all of mankind.  The Sacred Pipe teaches that we are now in 
the time of the "Seventh Fire" - a time of profound earth changes.  During this critical 
age, we must look to the traditional, holistic ways of North America and learn the 
common sense of bonding with Mother Earth and all living things.  We must heed the 
warnings of the seven angels, like the angel of fire, "El Nino".  and we must all come 
together in one mind, one heart and one spirit - before it is too late.  ñOur Culture is a 
WAY OF LIFE not a religionò, as stated by Elder Hand.
